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Client Advertising 

 
 
1.0    Context  
 
1.1 As an agency, we advertise in order to attract the full range of professional 

applicants.  We advertise for you, as our client, free of charge of the World 
Wide Web as well as use referrals as well as reputation to maintain a database 
of quality advertisements. 

 
1.2  However, if the recruitment requirement is particularly specialised, we 

recommend that the position is advertised in The West Australian newspaper in 
the Professional Appointments section.  This ensures a wider reach in the 
sourcing of applicants. 

 
2.0  The Advertisement 
 
2.1   Below is an example of an advertisement that we recently ran for a Manager 

level position. 
 

 
 

Please note that this file is not exactly to scale, but is a fairly good indication of 
the size of the advertisement.  A hard copy of this document will follow by snail 
mail that will be exactly to scale. 
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2.2 Size 
 

The size of the advertisement, 4 (col) by 10 (cm), is recommended by DCA for 
a Management level advertisement.  It is sufficiently large to attract attention 
and to contain all the necessary information, while not being unnecessarily 
cumbersome.  Of course the size of the advertisement is entirely up to the client. 

 
 
2.3  Costing 
 

Current costing for The West Australian, Professional Appointments section is 
calculated as follows: 
(col) by (cm) by $60.50, inclusive of G.S.T, for Saturday’s paper  and $38.17 
for Wednesday’s paper, plus production costs of (col) x (cm) x $4.18 (if there is 
colour in the advertisement, then production costs are (col) x (cm) x $6.93), 
again inclusive of G.S.T. 
The cost of this particular advertisement, therefore, was $2587.20 all inclusive 
(for Saturday’s paper with no colour in the advertisement). 
 
 

2.4  Deadlines 
 

David Christie & Associates manage the advertising process, and have extended 
deadlines with both The West Australian and Typesetters.  The deadline for 
booking the space in the Professional Appointments section is still noon on the 
previous Thursday to the Saturday that it will feature in the paper, but the 
deadline for receiving the content from the typesetters is extended to Friday. 
 
 

2.5  Placement

The drafting of the advertisement will be done entirely by us, and is presented 
for the client’s approval before placement in the paper; unless, of course, the 
client wishes to provide input into the construction of the draft.
